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“Music and words are totally and extemporaneously improvised”


	In February 2012  COME DIRTI, Marilena Paradisi's new album comes out, featuring special guest Stefania Tallini, and recorded by Silta Records, the music and words bein totally and extemporaneously improvised.
After  “Rainbow Inside” (Silta Records 2010) for voice and guitar with Arturo Tallini, and “Prelude for Voice and Silence” (SILTACLASSICS 2011) for solo voice with the guest appearance of Japanese singer Michiko Hirayama, Marilena Paradisi's new artistic project continues her research into vocal experimentation, the key difference from previous works being in the appearance of '“the word”, word here meant not only as the expression of vocal exercise, but as a vehicle for expressing and communicating her own emotions. The choice of the title 'How to tell you' conveys an urgency of expression whereby reflections and states of mind find an outlet in total improvisation of the text harmonising with the (articulated and) never taken for granted melodic texture. From the cover notes: "For years I have carried out research into total improvisation and the 'primitivism' of the sound. After achieving a mastery of a range of sounds, colours, vocal experimentations, I was led, in turn, to improvise on works of art, finally taking up the challenge of the solo voice alone, the poetics of silence. Riding the waves of this endeavour was to experience a sort of tectonic shift within, giving rise to new ideas and sources of inspiration; suddenly 'the word', scarcely hinted at in previous CDs of improvisation, seemed to take on a new lease of life, all at once in full flow, expressive urgency merging unexpectedly with sound. Poems, melodies, thoughts in song gushed forth, all with the awareness that they were at the same time deeply part of my life"
Recorded in a single extemporaneous and inspired work session, the project this time involves the collaboration of Italian pianist Stefania Tallini, giving rise to 16 tracks of total improvisation,16 songs in Italian, each with its own expressive and poetic impact, the rapport between the two artists verging on almost total empathy.

 Marilena Paradisi –Vocalist, composer, improviser, tireless explorer and experimenter in the use of the human voice, her work ranges from jazz to total improvisation and contemporary classics. She is internationall recognised for the richness of expression and her talent for interpretation, with reviews in the top international magazines of the sector. From 2002 to 2011, Marilena brought out as many as six 6 albums in her name in collaboration with important Italian and international musicians. The first three were jazz albums: “I’ll Never Be The Same” (Philology 2002), with the Eliot Zigmund trio, “Intimate Conversation” (Abeat Records 2004) duetting with bassist Pietro Leveratto, the live Cd  “Pensiero” Homage to Gino Paoli, in trio with Renato Sellani and Dino Piana (Philology 2007). The last three cds are of contemporary music and total improvisation, “Raibow Inside” (Silta Records 2010), with guitarist Arturo Tallini, “Prelude For Voice and Silence” (Siltaclassics, 2011) solo voice in duo with Japanese singer Michiko Hirayama. And now the sixth cd in her name  “How to tell youi”, with special guest Stefania Tallini. Marilena studied the singing voice in various parts of the world, including India where she spent three months in Mumbai, researching Ragas and classical Hindustani song. Here she sang with the great Indian pianist Louis Banks and his trio at the Bangalore Jazz Festival and at the Blue Frog in Mumbai.  Her artistic ventures have also involved Marilena's performing in Italy, New York, Lisbon, Madrid and above all Berlin. 
Stefania Tallini, pianist, composer, arranger. A delicate and original musician,  she has a brilliant carreer in the fields of both Italian and European jazz. With a Diploma in Pianoforte and in Jazz, she has won various major competitions both as a pianist and as composer-arranger.  She has five cds currently in circulation in her own name, also avalailable in France and in Germany: “Etoile” (Yvp - 2002); “New Life” (Yvp –2003); Pasodoble” (Sbrocca, 2007); “Maresìa” (Alfamusic, 2008);"The Illusionist" (Alfamusic 2010) All the CDs consist entirely of music written and arranged by the pianist. Deeutschlandradio Berlin,  Radio France and Radio Bremen have all broadcast her concerts; Radio Vaticana and Radio Tre broadcast tracks from her albums; the same  Radio with Concerti Del Quirinale. Some of her tracks - “December Waltz”, and “When All Was Chet” have been recorded by the Italo-American trio of Enrico Pieranunzi, and another track, “Deseo”, by pianist John Taylor with singer Diana Torto. One of her compositions, “New Life” is also contained in the Real Book Italiano.
